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For the love of music

Gaining a love of music from a young age, it was only fitting Jen Winley became the first Associate
Conductor in the 96-year history of the West Australian Symphony Orchestra (WASO).

“For as long as | remember, | have
been creating and engaging in
music, so | can't even imagine doing
anything else,” Jen said.

“Conducting came about as part
of my role as a classroom music
teacher. What started as some
professional development to
improve my skills for school
ensembles, quickly snowballed
into my full-time occupation and
passion,” she said.

“Looking back, however, | do think
there was a certain inevitability
of my becoming a conductor and
all the various experiences | have
had until this point were helping to
prepare me for this complex and
remarkable role,” she added.

Beginning her career in percussion
and timpani, Jen has worked
principally with the Melbourne
Symphony Orchestra, Orchestra
Victoria and WASO.

Following a successful career as a
percussionist and music educator,
Jen has had a meteoric rise in the
conducting world and made her
conducting debut in 2020 as part of
WASQO's 2020 and 2021 Emerging
Conductors program.

A highly versatile conductor, Jen
launched her film conducting career
in 2021 for Home Alone in Concert
and she’s also part of an exclusive
group of conductors around the
world who are approved to conduct
Disney in Concert.

Jen said “It is a tremendous
honour to have this role created
for me. WASO have always been
so supportive of my development
and this role allows me to
continue to stretch myself and

to consolidate my relationship
with my home orchestra.”

“It's not lost on me how rare it is to
have a position like this in Australia
and | work as hard as | can to make
the most of it,” she added.

On 15 February 2025, Jen and
WASO will return for the sixth
iteration of the Town's annual
concert, A Night on Bay View.

This year marks Jen’s fourth time
conducting and she has nothing but
praise for the event.

“I'm really looking forward to being
part of the wonderful atmosphere
of the evening. | just love looking
out into the huge audience all
enjoying a picnic under the festoon
lights as the sun is going down and
sharing some wonderful music with
them,” Jen said.

“In February, you are nearly always
guaranteed a balmy evening and

a beautiful sunset. The grounds are
always set up so beautifully with a
very happy and relaxed audience
ready to enjoy the sounds of
WASO,” she said.

Jen remains tight-lipped about what
to expect at A Night on Bay View so
it's best to head down to Claremont
Park to hear the beloved classics,
stunning operatic arias and some
special musical guests.

From 7:00pm, the West Australian
Symphony Orchestra will hit the
stage. Bring a picnic or enjoy what's
on offer from the food trucks and
enjoy some world class music
under the stars.

My work
allows me the confidence to say
what is needed and what will work.”
